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I think that every generation develops strategies for reading. I have 
read several books and articles that show how people respond to the 
way they receive information and knowledge. I’m by no means an 

expert on the subject although I have developed my own concept about how we 
take in knowledge. Sometimes we go through small changes and sometimes large 
changes. No matter what the change, we adjust to reading it, according to the 
times.  
 
The printing press brought us books and eventually newspapers. Newspapers  
required a different reading strategy. You usually read a book from beginning to 
end. Newspapers had articles with headlines that tried to grab your attention and 
get you to read that article. We didn’t always read newspapers from beginning to 
end but rather by which headline grabbed our attention. But I’m pretty sure that 
most people at least read the article in depth. 
 
The Internet has changed our reading habits even more than newspapers. There 
was a recent post on Facebook with a shocking headline. Then, there was a brief 
quote by the CEO of a company and a brief sentence. As with newspaper  
headlines it was designed to grab your attention. I could tell most of the people 
commenting on the post had not read the article carefully or thoughtfully. They 
reacted with outrage. The man’s words were taken out of context in the headline 
and people only read that far. We see the headline and a brief explanation and we 
stop. We only read enough to find agreement with what we already believe to be 
true.  
 
I wonder if we read the Bible that way today. We only read enough to find  
agreement with what we believe to be true. I hope we will let the Bible challenge 
us daily. Don’t give up Facebook; but don’t let the way we read Facebook affect 
the way you read your Bible.
